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On 12 Marth, 2010 an extended meeting of the working group on intellectual property matters of the Expert Council on customs regulation of the State Duma of Federal Assembly of the Russian Federation organized by the Bar "Customs & Corporate lawyers" took place in the press hall of Congress centre EXPOCENTRE.  

An extended meeting of the working group on intellectual property matters of the Expert Council on customs regulation began preparation for the Second International Forum of Intellectual Property "Expopriority 2010" planned for 7-9 December 2010. 
The meeting was devoted to the matters of creation of a civilized market of intellectual property on the territory of customs union of three countries - Belorussia, Russia and Kazakhstan. 

The meeting was attended by representatives of Secretariat of Customs Union Commission, Federal Customs Service of Russia, Ministry of Economic Development and Trade of the Russian Federation, Federal Antimonopoly Service, Federal State Institution FAPRID, Federal Service for Technical and Export Control, Russian Agency for Patents and Trademarks, government corporations ROSTEKHNOLOGII and ROSNANO, Chambers of Commerce and Industry of Russian and the Republic of Belarus.  
Interests of the business community and right holders were represented by the following companies: "OBYEDINENNYE CONDITERY", "MOSKOVSKY ZAVOD "CRISTAL"", "SOUZPLODOIMPORT", "VIMM-BILL-DANN", "MERCEDES-BENZ RUS", "HONDA MOTOR RUS", AFK "SISTEMA", "TOYOTA-MOTORS", alliance "RATEK" and "RUS BRAND".

The moderator of the extended meeting - head of the working group on intellectual property matters of the Expert Council on customs regulation, advocate of the Bar "Customs & Corporate lawyers" Oksana Kurochkina - marked main problems in the field of intellectual property relating to free movement of goods throughout the united customs territory. 

Mikhail Tunin, Legal Advisor of the Department of Customs Administration of Secretariat of the Customs Union Commission, answered the questions of the audience on unification of legislation of member-countries of the Customs Union.

Proposals on control development, protection in the field of intellectual property, introduction of new standards for patent authorities of member-countries of the Customs Union were made by representatives of the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of the Republic of Belarus.   
The attendees discussed the bill draft on vesting Russian customs authorities with additional powers in control of movement through the customs border of goods containing items of intellectual property. Head of Department of Supervision of goods containing items of intellectual property of the Federal Customs Service of Russia, Sergey Shurygin, expressed his vision of the "ex officio" approach in the given bill draft. 

The necessity of cooperation between right holders, patent authorities and customs authorities was marked by Head of the Department of Monitoring and Supervision of the Russian Agency for Patents and Trademarks, Oleg Dobrynin.   

Head of the Bar "Customs & Corporate lawyers", advocate Constantine Kurochkin drew the attendees' attention to the necessity of harmonization of Russian and union legislation in the field of intellectual property with international legal norms.
In conclusion a representative of EXPOCENTRE, Galina Kalinina, told about the preparation for the Second International Forum of Intellectual Property "Expopriority 2010".
The participants of the meeting made a decision to analyze and generalize all the speeches made at the meeting as well as prepare a consolidated proposal for registration of work of the Expert Council in the course of preparation of amendments and addenda to the Tax Code of the Customs Union and also to the national customs legislation including new legal realias. 
In general the attendees highly appreciated the constructive character of the event and noted the necessity of holding such meetings on a regular basis.
